What documents are relevant to indicate 

timber legality in Thailand?  
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Freehold Title Deed – Nor Sor 4 Chor 
 

Applicable to: Plantations and Natural Forest on private land  

Purpose and content: The title deed is the document showing land ownership, and 

include the title deed map, the certificate of ownership in lieu of title deed and the pre-

occupation certificate stamped “Already Put to Use”.  

There are 6 types of title deeds under the Land Code: 

1) Nor Sor 4 Kor (issued between 1954-1967) 

2) Nor Sor 4 Khor (ข) (issued between 1954-1967) 

3) Nor Sor 4 Khor (ค) (issued between 1954-1967) 

4) Nor Sor 4 (issued between 1967-1986) 
5) Nor Sor 4 Ngor (issued between 1971-1986) and,  
6) Nor Sor 4 Chor (issued between 1986-present). 

The first three types of title deeds are the Nor Sor 4 Kor, Nor Sor 4 Khor (ข) and Nor Sor 

4 Khor (ค), which are title deeds issued by virtue of the Ministerial Regulation No. 5 B.E. 

2497 (1954) which has been repealed by the Ministerial Regulation No. 15 (B.E. 2510). 

At present, the three title deeds are not issued to people but if any people still have the 

said title deed, it is still considered valid.  

The Nor Sor 4 is a title deed issued under the Ministerial Regulation No. 15 (B.E. 2510) 

which was later repealed by Ministerial Regulation No. 34 (B.E. 2529). The Nor Sor 4 

Ngor is a title deed issued under Ministerial Regulation No. 17 (B.E. 2514), which was 

later repealed by Ministerial Regulation No. 34 (B.E. 2529).  

The Nor Sor 4 Chor is the last type of title deed issued by the government to the people 

which occupy and make use of the land. Therefore, at present, the title deed issued by 

the government to the people is only a Nor Sor 4 Chor. 

Holder of document: Private Landowner 

Signature required by: The document shall be issued and signed by the Department of 

Lands.

Applicable for:  Registered plantations (both state and private owned) 

Purpose and content of document: Plantation Certificate (Sor Por 3) is the document 

showing registration of plantations under the Forest Plantation Act B.E. 2535 (1992) and 

the Forest Plantation Act (No. 2) B.E. 2558 (2015). Private and state operators can 

register their plantations with the Royal Forest Department. To be eligible for 

registration, applicants must meet the species and land tenure requirements.  

In terms of species requirements, under the Forest Plantation Act B.E. 2535 (1992), only 

plantations that were growing restricted species were allowed to register with Royal 

Forest Department and receive Plantation Certificate (Sor Por 3). From 2015, with the 

Forest Plantation Act (No. 2) B.E.2558 (2015), the species requirement has changed; 

only plantations that grow one or more of the 58 timber species listed in the Annex are 

allowed to apply.  

Currently (September 2021) there are two templates of the Plantation Certificate (Sor 

Por 3): Template 1 (for registered plantations before the 3rd of July 2018) and Template 

2 (after the 3rd of July 2018) (see below). 

Holder of document: Private and state operators who register their plantations are the 

holders of the document 

Signature required by: The document shall be issued and signed by Royal Forest 

Department

Forest 

products harvested from plantations can be transported and traded under the same rules 

and procedures as timber from plantations. The plantation operator shall follow the 

timber transportation procedures prescribed in sections 13 of the Forest Plantation Act 

B.E. 2535 (1992). Plantation Timber Packing List Sor Por 15 should be kept at the 

location of the forest plantation. If there is no office in the forest plantation or it will not 

be safe, it can be kept in another place as notified in writing to present to the competent 

officer.

If this 

cannot be done, a written Announcement on the Packing List is required. The Packing 

List carries information on the type/species, size, quantity, volume, and timber seal. The 

officer will verify the timber seal, proof of royalty collection, proof of forest checkpoint 

fee payment (in case of non-restricted timber where a harvesting permit and royalty are 

not required), the sale receipt (in case of timber sold by state agencies).

5) Machine number and brand of chain saw;  
6) Chain saw mark;

The chainsaw license is valid for the entire time the license holder owns the chainsaw 
and not have disqualifications or prohibited characteristics as prescribed by law. 

 
In case the license holder wishes to change the area to have or to use a chain saw that 
is different from that specified in the license, the license holder shall proceed according 
to the following rules:  

1) For changing the area within the same province as the license permitted, the 
license holder shall submit an application to the chain saw registrar who issued 
the license; 

2) For changing the area to another province, the license holder shall submit an 
application to the chain saw registrar authorized in that province.

The chain saw 

registrar is to permit or prohibit the request within 15 days from the day the registrar 

receives the request.  

If the registrar fails to proceed with the consideration and informs the applicant of the 

result of the consideration as per the request within the specified period, it is deemed 

that the chain saw registrar issues the order of permission as per the request and the 

request is deemed to be used as the permission letter. 

 

The chain saw registrar who issues permission is to inform and send a copy of 

permission letter to the chain saw registrar in the area as specified in the permission 

letter. The chain saw registrar in the specified area of the permission letter is to 

announce the permission or the permission request at the local administrative 

organisation of that area. In case there is a reasonable ground, the chain saw licence 

holder may apply to extend the period to take the chain saw for use outside the area no 

more than 90 days from the day the registrar receives the request. If the chain saw is 

used for more than 90 days, the period can be extended for no more than 90 days in 

each time. However, permission must be sought with the chain saw registrar before the 

original expiration period. 

 

The Electric Chainsaw Temporary Relocation Permit (Lor Sor 13) shall include the 

following items:  

1) Date of issue of the permit; 

2) Date of expiry of the permit; 

3) name of the license holder; 

4) the address of the license holder; 

5) the area where the use of chain saws is permitted; 

6) mechanical power; 

7) Machine number and brand of chain saw; 

8) chain saw mark; 

9) Name who takes the chain saw to temporarily use;

Purpose and content of document: Employees between fifteen to sixty years, shall be 

insured. When an employee, who is already insured, reaches sixty years of age and is 

still an employee of the employer subject to the Social Security Act, B.E. 2533 (1990), 

such employee shall continue to be insured. An employer shall submit statement listing 

names of insured persons, rate of wages, and other information, in accordance with the 

form prescribed by the Secretary-General, to the Office within thirty days from the date 

on which the employees have become insured. When the employer has submitted the 

statement of particulars above, the Office shall issue to the employer a Social Security 

Certificate of Registration and to the employee’s social security cards. 

 

Holder of document: Employer

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Export permit 

 

Applicable for:  Person or registered business 

Purpose and content of document: Export of charcoal, round logs, and sawn timber of all 

species requires an export permit. Export of bamboo, Thai bamboo (Thyrsostachys 

siamensis), palms, roots, vines, veneer, vegetation, sawdust, wood chips, pieces, 

chunks, pellets, or the like, do not require permission.  

An export permit is obtained by submitting proof of legality to the Department of Foreign 

Trade. 

Proof of legality includes Royal Forest Department issued certificates for charcoal, round 

logs or sawn timber issued specifically for each consignment, as well as a Removal Pass, 

and Royal Forest Department issued Certificate of Charcoal from Private Land (prohibited 

species are teak and yang). Furniture and wood products made of restricted species 

must be accompanied by a Certificate of Restricted Wood Product.  

If a Certificate of Origin is required by the country of import, exporters can apply for a 

Certificate of Origin at the Department of Foreign Trade and can submit supporting 

documents: transport documents, invoices, bills of lading or air waybills, packing lists, 

and export permits (if required). 

Upon obtaining an Export Permit and Certificate of Origin, a person or registered 

business is required to file for an import/export registration ID, and an Export 

Declaration, and to submit supporting documents (invoice, packing list, export permit). 

Customs officers check the documents and collect export duties and taxes (if applicable). 

The exporter submits payment receipts and a verified Declaration to the warehouse. 

Customs officers inspect every shipment, record the results electronically, and then 

release the cargo. 

Holder of document: Person or registered business 

Signature required by: The document shall be issued and signed by the Department of 

Foreign Trade.

The permit/certificate is issued by the Department 

of Agriculture. Verification of documents and inspection of products is performed by 

customs officials and competent officers from the Department of Agriculture. The 

permit/certificate carries the information of name, address and country of consignee, 

name, address and country of permittee, purpose of transaction, common name and 

scientific name of plants (genus and species), description of specimens, appendix no. 

and source, quantity and country of origin/last re-export and permit/certificate no. A 

CITES permit is valid for a maximum period of 6 months. It cannot be renewed. 

Holder of document: Entities who import, export and re-export species which are listed 

in the CITES appendices. 

Signature required by: Department of Agriculture (CITES Management authorities) 

 

Evidence limitations and weaknesses:   

 No publicly available database or website is available to verify this certificate; 
 Not unlikely to find falsified CITES permits. Extra care should be given to verify its 

validity. 
 

Key considerations when checking the document:  

 Is the Permit or Certificate Number on the document correct (compare with 
information on the transport documents) 

 Has the signature been given by Director-General of the Department of Agriculture or 
assigned person?  

 Are species and volumes declared in line with what is actually being traded? 
 Is the date of emission of the permit not older than 6 months before the actual 

export? 
 Is the scientific name of the species provided? 
 Contact CITES authorities in the country where issued and verify that is was issued 

by the applicable authorities.
